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In 2023, a new educational-professional program was launched under the accredited specialty 051 Economics
(Certificate UD 11017605). The program was initiated by order of the rector of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic
Institute on 17 May 2023, with reference number HOH/165/2023. The aim of the program is to fulfil the
requirements of the state, enterprises, organizations, and institutions in the field of economics by producing
highly qualified professionals with analytical thinking and applied skills to solve specialized tasks in economics
and related subjects. The program is designed to improve the quality of human capital, align applicants' training
with foreign equivalents, and develop the STEM education system in Ukraine.

The program "Economic Analytics" has been approved after a thorough analysis of the labour market
requirements, foreign university training programs, public discussions, and a meeting of the Department of
Economic Cybernetics (minutes of meeting No. 8 dated 11 January 2023). Additionally, the program has received
approval from the The Scientific and Methodological Commission of the University on speciality 051 Economics
(minutes of meeting No. 5 dated 16 January 2023) and the Methodological Council of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv
Polytechnic Institute (minutes of meeting No. 4 dated 19 January 2023).

In 2024, the programme underwent a revision that was based on an internal self-analysis, proposals from
employers, applicants, representatives of student self-government bodies, and representatives of the academic
community. Additionally, online surveys were posted on the department's website. The revision was carried out
in accordance with the Order of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute titled "On the organization and planning
of the educational process for the 2024-2025 academic year" (NOD/263/24 dated 04/08/2024).

1. The volume of ECTS credits for educational components has been increased (according to the Order of Igor
Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute NOD/263/24 dated 04/08/2024);

2. The program's primary focus and unique features were clarified as per the Department of Quality's
recommendations for the educational process;

3. The purpose and goals of the program to equip individuals with knowledge and skills in experimental and
behavioral economics, analysis of socio-economic systems and processes, and the ability to use analytical
tools of economic science were clarified (on the recommendations of employers, students, the academic
community, and the working group of programme developers, minutes of meeting: department’s: No. 7
dated 12/10/2023; No.14 dated 04/11/2024; No. 15 dated 24.04.2023; SMCU’s: No.4 dated 12/21/2023;
No. 8 dated 04.11.2024; No. 9 dated 04/22/2024; No. 10 dated 04/30/2024);

4. Considered: coordination of training goals with the university's strategies and industry orientation; it has
been deemed necessary to include the discipline "Economic Analysis Technologies” as well as “System of
International Economic Relations” (as per the analysis of educational programs offered by other higher
education institutions) as the latter is essential in the preparation for taking a subject test in economics
and international economics. This will be part of a single professional entrance test for admission to a
master's degree programme; it has been determined that the training of specialists in economic analytics

6. General competence was added (GC 14) (according to the draft of the Order of the Ministry of Education
and Science of Ukraine); the study results (PLO 25-28) and professional competences (PC 15, 16, 19) have
been clarified (after analyzing the labor market, receiving feedback from employers, students, and the
academic community, and consulting with the working group of program developers, minutes of meeting:
department’s: No 6 dated 11/22/2023; No. 14 dated 04/10/2024; No.15 dated 04/24/2024; SMCU’s: No.
3 dated 11/23/.2023; No. 8 dated 04/11/2024; No. 9 dated 04/22/2024; No. 10 dated 04/30/2024);

7. Employment opportunities were listed based on the International Standard Classification of Occupations.
Additionally, the educational program underwent several updates, which included adjustments to clause 3
"Key features of the educational program,"” in terms of its main focus and features, updates to clause 5
"Teaching and evaluation," clause 8,"Resource support for program implementation", and clause 9
"Academic mobility". The program's profile description was also updated to include revisions to section 4
"Form of attestation of a higher education section acquirer" and the structural and logical scheme was
reviewed and agreed upon (after consulting with the student self-government, academic community,
scientific and pedagogical staff at department meetings, and the working group of program developers)
(minutes of meeting: department’s: No. 12 dated 03/13/2024; No. 14 dated 04/10/.2024 SMCU’s: No.7

It was also discussed at the meeting of the Department
of Economic Cybernetics (minutes of meeting: No. 17 dated 05/06/2025), approved by the Scientific and
Methodological Commission of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute for Specialty C1 "Economics and
International Relations" (by specializations) (minutes of meeting: No. 6 dated 05/07/2025), and endorsed by the
Methodological Council of Igor Sikorsky KPI (minutes of meeting: No. 7 dated 05/08/2025).
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In 2025, the programme underwent a revision that was based on the results of self-assessment, proposals from
the working group, academic staff, employers, students, representatives of student self-government bodies,
alumni, academic community members, online surveys published on the department's website, as well as in
accordance with the "Regulation on Educational Programs of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute" (NON/232/25

Ministers of Ukraine No. 188 dated 02/21/2025):

1. A new form of education — dual — was introduced in accordance with the department's decision and approval
by NMKU-S1 (minutes of meeting: department’'s: No. 11 dated 02/05/2025; SMCU-C1’s: No. 3 dated
02/28/2025);

2. The course "Basic General Military Training" was introduced, consisting of: "Theoretical Training of Basic
General Military Training" (3 ECTS credits) and "Practical Training of Basic General Military Training" (7 ECTS
credits). Alternative course "Civil Protection, Defense and Patriotic Education" were also introduced for
female students, male students exempt from military service, and part-time students — in accordance with
the CMU Resolution "Procedure for Conducting Basic General Military Training of Citizens of Ukraine" No. 734
(as amended) and the KPI Order "On Planning and Organization of the Educational Process for the 2025/2026
Academic Year";

3. The program’s goal was clarified to emphasize the training of highly qualified specialists in economics under

4. The program's primary focus was clarified to emphasize the formation in future specialists of a triad of

5. The distinctive features of the educational program were clarified regarding the integration of information

05/02/2025);

8. The following educational components were introduced: "Basic General Military Training", which includes
Practical Course of Basic General Military Training (7 ECTS credits — not included in the total number of ECTS
credits) and "Theoretical Training of Basic General Military Training" / "Civil Protection, Defense and Patriotic
Education" (3 ECTS credits); course names were updated: "English Language" (5 ECTS credits), "English for
Professional Purposes" (5 ECTS credits) — in accordance with the KPI Order "On Planning and Organization
of the Educational Process for the 2025/2026 Academic Year"; course names were clarified: "Information
and Analytical Systems", "Labor Economics", and new components were introduced: "Applied Programming
and Artificial Intelligence", "National Economy and Economic Security", "Accounting and Reporting"; the
following were removed: "Finance", "Systems Analysis and Economic Forecasting. Term Paper"; forms of
assessment and credit volumes were revised; the structural and logical scheme of the program was updated,
including the distribution of learning outcomes and competences among components using correspondence
matrices — based on recommendations from the Department of Educational Quality, employers, students,
the academic community, and the program development working group (minutes of meeting: department’s:

system of evaluation of learning outcomes at
Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute and
Regulations on the examination commission and
certification of applicants for higher education in
Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute.

The main types of control measures are current,
calendar, semester control and certification.
Evaluation of learning results is carried out by
applying forms of control measures of formative
and summative assessments (exams, tests,
individual tasks), defense of the practice report,
and bachelor’s qualifying thesis defense
according to the defined criteria of the rating
system of evaluation (RSE).

The basis of the rating system for evaluating the
training results from the educational component
is post-operational control according to defined
criteria and the accumulation of rating points.
Information about RSE and current, calendar,
and semester control is contained in the
syllabuses and is communicated to applicants at
the first lesson and does not change during the
semester.

RSE for the course work is developed separately
and contains the starting component and the
defense component, it is communicated to the
applicants when the assignment is issued.

RSE for evaluating the completion of pre-
diploma practice includes the initial component
and the defense component, which is submitted
to applicants before the start of practice.

RSE of diploma thesis includes quality criteria
and defense of qualifying thesis. The evaluation
of the thesis defense is held during an open
examination board meeting, providing
transparency and fairness to the process. The
results are announced on the same day.
