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The EPP was introduced on the basis of the decision of the Methodological Council of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute
dated 28.03.2024 to meet the needs of the state, enterprises, organisations and institutions.

The revision of the programme was carried out in 2025 based on the results of a self-analysis conducted during the academic
year 2024-2025 and based on the proposals received from representatives of employers, the academic community and applicants
studying in this programme, as well as in pursuance of the Order of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute ‘On the
organisation and planning of the educational process for the academic year 2025-2026° (HOI_362-25 Bix 25.04.2025).

The result of the revision of the EPP is:

1. increased ECTS credits of educational components (according to the Order of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute
NOD/263/24 of 08.04.2024);

2. the main focus and unique features of the programme were clarified in accordance with the recommendations of the
Department of Educational Quality;

3. clarified the purpose and objectives of the programme in terms of knowledge and skills, taking into account the
functioning in war conditions (on the recommendations of employers, applicants, and the EPP working group (protocols
of the SMCU);

4. In accordance with the requirements of the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine ‘On Amendments to the List
of Fields of Knowledge and Specialities for the Training of Higher Education Applicants’ of 30 August 2024 No. 1021,
the name of the EPP was changed, namely from ‘Financial Management’ to ‘Financial Management’ (costs of
translation), which regulates the use of the names of other specialities in the names of EPPs;

5. changed the order of teaching the educational components Probability Theory and Financial Statistics, Econometrics,
Economic and Mathematical Methods and Models in order to avoid overloading the 3rd semester with mathematical
disciplines and strengthen the logical and consistent mastering of these components by students;

6. the discipline ‘Financial Markets’ was introduced in the educational process in the 4th semester to improve further
mastering of the discipline ‘Stock Market’, which was moved from the 4th to the 5th semester (at the request of
applicants and as a result of the discussion of the SMCU);

7. changes were made to the redistribution of credits during 3-4 semesters, due to the introduction of the mandatory
discipline ‘Theoretical Training of Basic General Military Training’ (which is 3 ECTS credits/credit) and the reduction
of the period of teaching the discipline ‘Practical Foreign Language Course’;

8. the discipline ‘Economic Evaluation of Business’ was withdrawn from the educational process (4th semester), with the
aim of further formation of the P-Catalogue of elective disciplines of the EP, which will strengthen the learning
outcomes obtained in the course of mastering such mandatory components as: ‘Analysis of economic activity of
enterprises’, “Cost management”, “Investing”;

9. a mandatory component of the general training cycle was introduced in accordance with the requirements of the
Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine On Approval of the Procedure for Conducting Basic General Military
Training for Citizens of Ukraine Receiving Higher Education and Police Officers of 21 June 2024 No. 734, namely,
General education component 17 Theoretical Training of Basic General Military Training;

10. general competence (general component 14 Ability to make decisions and act in accordance with the principle of
inadmissibility of corruption and any other manifestations of dishonesty) was introduced, according to the Draft Order
‘On Amendments to Certain Higher Education Standards’ Ne842 of 13.06.24;

11. the general competence (general component 15 Ability to defend the Motherland) was added, in accordance with the
introduction of a mandatory component of the general training cycle, namely, the discipline ‘Theoretical Training of
Basic General Military Training’;

12. the vision of the Development Strategy for 2025-2030 of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute was taken into
account when forming methodological recommendations for the Pre-diploma practice, thesis, as well as through the
introduction of visiting topics in the study of such disciplines as: Introduction to the speciality, Information and
Communication Systems and Technologies, Fintech (Financial Technologies), Financial Engineering and Controlling,
Innovation Delivery;

13. the structural and logical scheme was reviewed and agreed upon (based on the results of discussions with academic staff
and processing of changes by the EPP working group) (minutes of the meeting of the speciality's SMCU);

14. based on the results of the changes implemented (mentioned above), the following was revised: supplementing and
adjusting the matrices of correspondence of programme competences to components and ensuring that programme
learning outcomes are consistent with the relevant components of the educational programme.

The draft of the EPP ‘Financial Management’ 2025 was processed by the members of the working group, the analysis of the staff
of the EPP, material and technical and educational and methodological support, the results of admission of higher education
applicants to the EPP, the feasibility of implementing the recommendations provided during accreditation examinations of other
educational programmes, current trends in the industry / speciality, taking into account the requirements of the existing approved
Standard of Higher Education (project) in the speciality to which the EPP belongs, taking into account regulations and the
Development Strategy for 2025-2030 of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute.

From April 1, 2025, the Draft of program "Financial Management’* has been submitted for public discussion.

The main types of control measures are current, calendar,
semester control and certification.

Evaluation of learning results is carried out on the basis of a
Rating System of Evaluation (RSE). It is based on
operational control according to defined criteria and the
accumulation of rating points for diverse educational,
cognitive, and practical activities of students in the process
of mastering educational components.

The RSE is a component of the syllabus and is
communicated to students at the first lesson; it remains
unchanged throughout the study of the course, except for
cases specified in the “Regulations on the System for
Evaluation of Learning Outcomes at Igor Sikorsky Kyiv
Polytechnic Institute”.

The RSE for a course paper includes an initial component
and a defense component and is communicated to students
together with the assignment.

The RSE for evaluating the completion of pre-diploma
internship includes an initial component and a reporting
component and is communicated to students before the start
of the internship.

The RSE for the diploma thesis includes criteria for quality
and defense of the qualification work; the average rating
score is calculated at a closed meeting of the examination
board and converted into grades according to the university
grading scale.

University for free access.

Publication of theses containing limited access information is carried out per the requirements of current legislation.

In the event of the remote mode of education, certification is performed in compliance with Regulations for semester tests and
defenses of research projects and qualifying examinations in the remote mode.
